Horse Health, Care, and Safety

Your horse’s health and well-being are very impatrtet Deer Creek Farm. Your horse’s
feeding, worming, vaccination, and farrier prograre essential parts of maintaining the overall
health of your horse. Keeping horses healthy isrgortant goal of Deer Creek Farms. The
healthy horse is a more productive horse.

1. Feed:Horses will be fed a balanced ration based oralsahe main forage. Fertilized
Bermuda grass hay, preferably Coastal, will be ugeday alone cannot satisfy the
caloric needs of the horse, then grain will be heda into the ration. The ration will
take into consideration caloric needs first, protaext, then the calcium to
phosphorus ratio. Supplements will be added adeteeSalt and mineral blocks will
be offered ad-libitum to all horses.

2. Worming: All horses on the property of Deer Creek Farmstnye on a regular de-
worming schedule. During the bot season all homsest be de-wormed with an
anthelmintic that kills bots. Horses must be demed and free of parasites prior to
being allowed on the Farm. Horses staying withanddng- term boarding must be
checked on a regular basis for parasite infestalias the horse owner’'s
responsibility to make sure their horse is checketthe boarder chooses, Deer Creek
Farms will take care of the seasonal worming astrae time we treat our horses.
The price of the wormer will be reflected in theabder’'s monthly statement.

3. Vaccinations Horses without current vaccinations will not ewed on the
premises of Deer Creek Farms. It is the horse d&/nesponsibility to maintain
current vaccination on his/her horse. Vaccinatiam@son a schedule as recommended
by our veterinarian. Vaccinations that are requinetlide Encephalomyelitis -
Venezuelan, Eastern, Western; Tetanus (VEWT) Rmaomonitis (Rhino),
Influenza (Flu), Rabies, and West Nile*. Pregnaates owned by us, or staying at
Deer Creek Farms for the duration of their preggamd receive rhino/flu shots in
month 5, 7, and 9 of pregnancy. Notice will be giwé when the vaccinations are
due. Deer Creek Farms would be happy to schedeleatcinations of boarded
horses to be done at the same time our horse®aee @ihe boarder will be
financially responsible for any vaccination coststaining to his/her horse. The
boarder is responsible for making payment arrangésneith the veterinarian.

have an annual Coggins test done. Deer Creek Faxquges a copy of the Coggins
test to be kept at the premises where the holseased.

If you travel with your
horse, please keep in mind that some facilitiesireghe Coggins test to be updated
every 6 months. . Deer Creek Farms would be happghedule Coggins tests of
boarded horses to be done at the same time owrshars done.

. Farrier Services Horses must be trimmed (and those wearing sheesd)od) on a
regular basis to keep the horse sound and comfertabe farrier will be scheduled
to come out on a regular basis. Notice will be giwden the farrier will be at the
farm. Any horse showing an obvious need to be trahnshod, or reset will be
documented as needing farrier services. If thedsawrishes to have his/her horse
trimmed, shod or reset, they must notify us andwllenake sure the horse is taken
care of. The boarder is responsible for makingypant arrangements with the
farrier.

If, during that
period, the horse becomes sick, it will be isolatetll the veterinarian pronounces it
free of disease or illness. Horses while stayinDedr Creek Farms will be
guarantined if they show signs of illness. A vetarian will be consulted and the
horse, when it is free of illness, will be taken ofiisolation. Horses boarded for
breeding purposes will (if at Deer Creek Farmsaf@hort period of time) be
guarantined for the length of the stay and onlgXgosed to our stallion.
Introduction to the Herd : After a horse is released from post — arrivalrgngine it
will be introduced into the herd.

Wash Rack Deer Creek Farms provides wash racks for batyoug horse. (at this
time, water is available, but a wash rack is neaiilable)
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Hyagiene Standards, and Standard Operating Proceduie

Hygiene is an important issue at an equine facilithe cleaner and more sanitary the conditions
are, the better off the horses are. Deer Creek $-atrnives to keep not only the laboratory and
breeding area sanitary, but the barn environmeatnchs well. This is not only for your horse’s
health, but also for your health and safety. Tistardard operating procedures were written
with both the breeding facilities and the boardiagjlities in mind, as well as taking the future
into consideration. Some parts may not be applkcabthis time.

1. The Barn, stalls, pens and pastureThe floor of the barn, stalls, pens and cross-tie
areas will be raked, swept or hosed down as netedezep dust, manure, and debris
to a minimum. Buckets will be checked daily anglacled out if needed. Manure will
be removed from your horse’s stall or pen at least a day.

Walls and ceilings will beamed as needed to keep them
free of cobwebs and dirt.

3. The Laboratory and Breeding Areas The laboratory, breeding areas, and supply
areas will be cleaned after use. All items usetlb@lwashed after use. The floors,
walls, countertops, etc. will be cleaned with sedgent/disinfectant as needed to keep
them sanitary.

Supplies

Sec. 70.003. Stable Keeper's, Garageman's, Pastarad Cotton Ginner's Lien's. (a) A stable
keeper with whom an animal is left for care haga bn the animal for the amount of the
charges for the care. (b) An owner or lessee @fsaupe with whom an animal is left for grazing
has a lien on the animal for the amount of chafgethe grazing.

SUBCHAPTER C. STOCK BREEDER'S LIEN Sec. 70.201 cBtBreeder's Lien. An owner or
keeper of a stallion, jack, bull, or boar confirtecbe bred for profit has a preference lien on the
offspring of the animal for the amount of the clesrdor the breeding services, unless the owner
or keeper misrepresents the animal by false peslidrets 1983, 68th Leg., p. 3583, ch. 576,
Sec. 1, eff. Jan. 1,1984.Sec. 70.202. Enforcenfdrien. The lien may be enforced in the same
manner as a statutory landlord's lien. The lienaiesiin force for 10 months from the day that
the offspring is born, but the lien may not be eoéal until five months after the date of birth of
the offspring.

CHAPTER 87. LIABILITY ARISING FROM EQUINE ACTIVITIES OR LIVESTOCK
SHOWS

§ 87.001. Definitions

In this chapter:

(1) "Engages in an equine activity" means ridirenpdiing, training, driving, assisting in the
medical treatment of, being a passenger on, ostaggia participant or sponsor with an equine
animal. The term includes management of a showlving equine animals. The term does not
include being a spectator at an equine activitgssthe spectator is in an unauthorized area and
in immediate proximity to the equine activity.

(2) "Equine animal” means a horse, pony, mule, dgnér hinny.

(3) "Equine activity" means:

(A) an equine animal show, fair, competition, periance, or parade that involves any breed of
equine animal and any equine discipline, includingssage, hunter and jumper horse shows,
grand prix jumping, three-day events, combinedtngj, driving, pulling, cutting, polo,
steeplechasing, English and Western performanaggridndurance trail riding and Western
games, and hunting;

(B) equine training or teaching activities;

(C) boarding equine animals;

(D) riding, inspecting, or evaluating an equinenaali belonging to another, without regard to
whether the owner receives monetary consideratiather thing of value for the use of the
equine animal or permits a prospective purchas#reéquine animal to ride, inspect, or
evaluate the equine animal;

(E) informal equine activity, including a ride,drior hunt that is sponsored by an equine activity
sponsor;

(F) placing or replacing horseshoes on an equimaanor

(G) without regard to whether the participants@mpensated, rodeos and single event
competitions, including team roping, calf ropingdasingle steer roping.

(4) "Equine activity sponsor" means:

(A) a person or group who sponsors, organizesraviges the facilities for an equine activity,
including equine facilities for a pony club, 4-Hubl hunt club, riding club, therapeutic riding
program, or high school or college class, progranactivity, without regard to whether the
person operates for profit; or

(B) an operator of, instructor at, or promoterdqguine facilities, including a stable, clubhouse,
pony ride string, fair, or arena at which an equangvity is held.

(5) "Equine professional” means a person engagecbfopensation:

(A) to instruct a participant or rent to a parteip an equine animal for the purpose of riding,
driving, or being a passenger on the equine anional;

(B) to rent equipment or tack to a participant.

(6) "Livestock animal" means:

(A) an animal raised for human consumption; or

(B) an equine animal.

(7) "Livestock show" means a nonprofit event atahhinore than two species or breeds of
livestock animals are gathered for exhibition ampetition.
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(8) "Livestock show sponsor" means a recognizedmia association that organizes and
sanctions a livestock show, including a politiaabgivision or nonprofit organization that is
exempt from federal income tax under Section 501@rnal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended, by being listed as an exempt organizati®ection 501(c)(3) of that code.

(9) "Participant” means:

(A) with respect to an equine activity, a persorovengages in the activity, without regard to
whether the person is an amateur or professionahether the person pays for the activity or
participates in the activity for free; and

(B) with respect to a livestock show, a person wémsters for and is allowed by a livestock
show sponsor to compete in a livestock show by gigpan animal on a competitive basis, or a
person who assists that person.

§ 87.002. Applicability of Chapter

§ 87.003. Limitation on Liability

Except as provided by Section 87.004, any persmhyding an equine activity sponsor, equine
professional, livestock show participant, or liveet show sponsor, is not liable for property
damage or damages arising from the personal igudeath of a participant in an equine
activity or livestock show if the property damaggury, or death results from the dangers or
conditions that are an inherent risk of an equute/idy or the showing of an animal on a
competitive basis in a livestock show, including:

(1) the propensity of an equine or livestock anitoabehave in ways that may result in personal
injury or death to a person on or around it;

(2) the unpredictability of an equine or livest@kmal's reaction to sound, a sudden movement,
or an unfamiliar object, person, or other animal;

(3) with respect to equine activities, certain l@oeditions and hazards, including surface and
subsurface conditions;

(4) a collision with another animal or an objeat; 0

(5) the potential of a participant to act in a mgght manner that may contribute to injury to the
participant or another, including failing to maimt@ontrol over the equine or livestock animal
or not acting within the participant's ability.

§ 87.004. Exceptions to Limitation on Liability

A person, including an equine activity sponsor,iegyrofessional, livestock show participant,
or livestock show sponsor, is liable for properyréhge or damages arising from the personal
injury or death caused by a participant in an egaictivity or livestock show if:

(1) the injury or death was caused by faulty eq@ptror tack used in the equine activity or
livestock show, the person provided the equipmenmdck, and the person knew or should have
known that the equipment or tack was faulty;

(2) the person provided the equine or livestocknahiand the person did not make a reasonable
and prudent effort to determine the ability of gaticipant to engage safely in the equine
activity or livestock show and determine the apitf the participant to safely manage the
equine or livestock animal, taking into account plaeticipant's representations of ability;

(3) the injury or death was caused by a dangestest condition of land for which warning
signs, written notices, or verbal warnings weregastspicuously posted or provided to the

time of the injury or death and the person knewhefdangerous latent condition;

(4) the person committed an act or omission witlfiulvor wanton disregard for the safety of the
participant and that act or omission caused theyn;

(5) the person intentionally caused the propertyalge, injury, or death; or

(6) with respect to a livestock show, the injurydeath occurred as a result of an activity
connected with the livestock show and the perswoiteid or otherwise allowed the injured or
deceased person to participate in the activitythadnjured or deceased person was not a
participant as defined by Section 87.001(9)(B).

§ 87.005. Warning Notice

(a) An equine professional shall post and mairgiasign that contains the warning contained in
Subsection (c) if the professional manages or oty stable, corral, or arena where the
professional conducts an equine activity. The msifsnal must post the sign in a clearly visible
location on or near the stable, corral, or arena.

(b) An equine professional shall include the wagrsontained in Subsection (c) in every written
contract that the professional enters into wittagipipant for professional services, instruction,
or the rental of equipment or tack or an equinenahi The warning must be included without
regard to whether the contract involves equineviiets on or off the location or site of the
business of the equine professional. The warningt io@ clearly readable.

(c) The warning posted by an equine professiondeuthis section must be as follows:
UNDER TEXAS LAW (CHAPTER 87, CIVIL PRACTICE AND RE®DIES CODE), AN
EQUINE PROFESSIONAL IS NOT LIABLE FOR AN INJURY TOR THE DEATH OF A
PARTICIPANT IN EQUINE ACTIVITIES RESULTING FROM THENHERENT RISKS OF
EQUINE ACTIVITIES.

(d) A livestock show sponsor shall post and mamégasign that contains the warning prescribed
by Subsection (f) if the livestock show sponsor agas or controls a stable, barn, corral, or
arena at which the livestock show sponsor condutitestock show. The livestock show
sponsor must post the sign in a clearly visiblatmn near the stable, barn, corral, or arena.
(e) A livestock show sponsor shall include the wagrprescribed by Subsection (f) in every
written contract that the sponsor enters into &itlvestock show participant. The warning must
be clearly readable.

TEXAS PENAL CODE TITLE 5

1. Leaving a Child In a Car
Leaving a child in a vehicle is punishable underTexas Penal Code, Title 5,
Chapter 22, Section 10, LEAVING A CHILD IN A VEHICGL
a) A person commits an offense if he intentionalljknowingly leaves a child in a
motor vehicle for longer than five minutes, knowihgt the child is:
1. younger than seven years of age; and
2. not attended by an individual in the vehicle vikh @4 years of age or older.
b) An offence under this section is a Class C misdamea

Note: If the child is injured, the charge is théevated to child endangerment, which is a felony.
The penalties are six months to two years in jail a fine up to $10,000.

2. Leaving a Child Unattended
Leaving a child unattended is punishable undeiftheas Penal Code Title 5, Chapter
22, section 041.

§ 22.041. ABANDONING OR ENDANGERING CHILD.

a) In this section, "abandon” means to leave a chilany place without providing
reasonable and necessary care for the child, umaeimstances under which no
reasonable, similarly situated adult would leawdiéd of that age and ability.

b) A person commits an offense if, having custodyecar control of a child younger
than 15 years, he intentionally abandons the c¢hilthy place under circumstances
that expose the child to an unreasonable risk ohha

c) A person commits an offense if he intentionallypWmagly, recklessly, or with
criminal negligence, by act or omission, engageimduct that places a child
younger than 15 years in imminent danger of ddaitily injury, or physical or
mental impairment.

d) Except as provided by Subsection (e), an offenskeiugubsection (b) is:

1) a state jail felony if the actor abandoned thedcivith intent to return for the child,;
or

2) afelony of the third degree if the actor abandathedchild without intent to return
for the child.

e) An offense under Subsection (b) is a felony of¢beond degree if the actor abandons the
child under circumstances that a reasonable pevsaid believe would place the child
in imminent danger of death, bodily injury, or plogd or mental impairment.

f) An offense under Subsection (c) is a state jailrfgl

g) Itis a defense to prosecution under Subsectiothét)the act or omission enables the
child to practice for or participate in an orgamizghletic event and that appropriate
safety equipment and procedures are employed iavéet.

h) It is an exception to the application of this seatihat the actor voluntarily delivered the
child to a designated emergency infant care prowdéer Section 262.302, Family
Code.
